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2. LEGALIZATION PROCEDURE

Required documents for application:

1.       Original POWER OF ATTORNEY’S (or US origin documents) (bilingual, Turkish and English) with signature and person’s picture on the upper-right corner of the first page, 
a. POWER OF ATTORNEY (or US origin documents) must be notarized (if signature is not required on the document, then the authorized person may have their signature notarized with an affidavit). Then notarized copies must be apostilled by DEPARTMENT OF STATE.
